Building the Education Revolution

In my last newsletter | advised the community
that the building work was to begin during the
school holidays.

There are 17
fully selective, 23 partially selective, a virtual
selective class provision (Western NSW Region)
and 4 selective agricultural high schools in NSW
offering places in Year 7. Application packages
will be available in schools after 26 October

SPORT

New South Wales Premier’s Sporting
Challenge

This sporting challenge was announced as a
2007 Government election commitment to
provide enhanced physical activity opportunities
for school students. We received $1500 in 2008
as part of this initiative and purchased:
Secondary PE Kit which included skill soccer
balls size 5, volley balls, basketballs, touch balls,
netballs, inflating needles, mesh carry bags and
an electric compressor. A Primary Athletics kit
with Netball senior and junior bibs, padded
safety hurdle, rubber discus, indoor shot put, a
vortex mega howler, speed chute flat agility
ladder, 6 skill balls, tubular agility ladder,
fibreglass tape, flexible domes relay batons,
dome kit, foam javelin and a sportsman kit bag,
foam frisbees, sandpit equipment, bocce set and
elastics.

We have received a further $2391.64 for the
period 2009-2011 based on our enrolment data.
As with the previous grant, we can only spend
through the purchasing of equipment from the
contracted suppliers approved by the Premier’s
sporting challenge catalogue. These are HART
Sports, Sportime and RHSports.
